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Following the Blackout of 2003, NY Waterway ferries are the only transit link between
Manhattan and New Jersey, carrying almost 200,000 people in one day.

Passengers are
taken to NY Waterway ferry terminals at West 39t Street in Manhattan and Port Imperial in
Weehawken, where office staff establish triage centers for those who had been exposed to
the 30-degree waters of the Hudson River.

NY Waterway is the first US ferry transportation company to launch a phone-based app that
incorporates all payment and ticketing.

Hurricane ‘Superstorm’ Sandy hits New York & New Jersey with its storm surge flooding
streets, tunnels and subway lines and cutting power across the region. NY Waterway service
is suspended one day and immediately resumes the next day, being the only commuter transit
service between New Jersey and New York. NY Waterway continues serving affected PATH
customers into January 2013.
